1. Please describe the nominee’s leadership in academic medicine, both locally and nationally:

Locally, Shelly is Chief Academic Officer (CAO) at Texas Health Resources. She has been a member of the Editorial Board of the Ochsner Journal, System Vice President of Academic Affairs at Ochsner Health, and Senior Vice President of Professional and Academic Affairs at Parkland Health and Hospital System in Dallas.
Nationally, Shelly is the past President (2020-2022) of the board of the AIAMC; she was appointed to the AIAMC Board of Directors in 2010 and named Vice President/President-Elect in 2018.
Shelly is the AIAMC representative on the financial board of Intealth (previously known as ECFMG). She made an invited presentation to the HealthCare Financing Association about funding for GME.
2. How has the nominee served as an advocate for the independent academic medical Center (IAMC)? 

As President/immediate past president of the AIAMC, Shelly has anchored panel discussions for many AIAMC events. These include a leadership (Executive Committee) webinar in February 2023, a faculty panel at the National Initiative VIII Meeting Three in October 2022, and a trainee panel. Her continued engagement in and loyalty to the AIAMC over the years despite changes in health system base has inspired me. (Of note, her former stations Guthrie and Ochsner remain active AIAMC members with representatives on the Board of Directors CIAQ.) Shelly has recently word smithed the Story of the AIAMC for our current rebranding work.
3. Please describe how the nominee has articulated his/her vision for the future of academic medicine in the IAMC:
As the CAO of an IAMC, Shelly is overseeing initiatives to build the physician workforce needed to meet current and future healthcare needs in Texas via GME expansion in North Texas. In 2022, Texas Health added an internal medicine residency at Texas Health Fort Worth as well an internal medicine program with clinical rotations at both Texas Health Denton and Texas Health HEB. The next residency joining the Texas Health GME platform will be internal medicine at Texas Health Presbyterian Hospital Plano, with the first physicians in training starting in July 2024.
