1. Please describe the nominee’s leadership in academic medicine, both locally and nationally:
JP serves as Lead for St Luke’s sponsored 470+ residents/fellows in 48 graduate medical education programs. Workforce development, residency/fellowship program growth, increased funding for new and existing teaching hospitals, faculty and leadership development programs. He also serves at the ACGME as a Member of the Institutional Review Committee (IRC). Previously, Dr. Orlando served as Treasurer and Commissioner on the Accreditation Review Commission for Physician Assistant Schools (ARC-PA).
2. How has the nominee served as an advocate for the independent academic medical Center (IAMC)? 

JP has demonstrated tenacity (1) in different roles at the AIAMC – previously as a Facilitator in National Initiative (NI) VIII, currently as co-chair of NI IX and Vice-President, and recently as Secretary-Treasurer.
